Dear readers,

This year marks the 35" anniversary of the first published issue of the Bulletin of the Chemists and
Technologists of Macedonia, a journal which, beginning with the year 2007 is published under a new name
Macedonian Journal of Chemistry and Chemical Engineering. Additionally, this is a year when the
journal will be edited by a new Editorial Board.

This is a good occasion to have a look at the impact of the Bulletin / Macedonian Journal of
Chemistry and Chemical Engineering on the advancement and dissemination of knowledge concerning
chemistry, chemical technology, engineering and related areas in the country. The journal is published by the
Society of the Chemists and Technologists of Macedonia and has two issues per year. It publishes
reviews, original scientific papers, short communications, professional and educational papers, miscella-
neous information and advertisements. The manuscripts are peer-reviewed by two independent referees
either from the country or abroad.

The founder of the Bulletin is the academician Bojan Soptrajanov. In 1974 he initiated the
publication of the first issue, and since then, the journal has undergone significant changes. After a few years
of suspension in the 1980°s, in 1990 the journal was renewed by the current president of the Society of the
Chemists and Technologists of Macedonia, Prof. Svetomir Hadzi Jordanov. Ever since, every editorial board
is continuously improving the quality of the Bulletin. Each of the subsequent Editors-in-Chief, the
academician Gligor Jovanovski, Prof. Maja Cvetkovska and Prof. Traj¢e Stafilov, together with the Editorial
Boards, have left their marks. Every fourth year, a new Editor-in-Chief and Editorial Board is elected. The
Editors-in-Chief are alternately assigned from the Faculty of Technology and Metallurgy and the Faculty of
Natural Sciences and Mathematics, Institute of Chemistry. This strategy proved to be beneficial because the
enthusiasm of the Editorial Board members has been kept at a good level. Thus, the Bulletin was regularly
published twice a year, the scientific papers were published only in English, new sections were introduced,
the content of the issues was placed on internet, and last but not least, the technical design of the journal
improved.

The last four-year period was a period of huge changes. First, as suggested by the Advisory Board,
the journal changed its name, followed by:

e establishment of an International Editorial Board,

e addition of new members in the Advisory Board,

e  setting up a web site www.mjcce.org.mk with the integral texts of all papers published since 1990,

e Thomson Scientific indexed and abstracted the journal in Science Citation Index Expanded

(SciSearch®), Chemistry Citation Index”® and Journal Citation Report/ Science Edition,

o  the journal is indexed and abstracted in EBSCO and SCOPUS,
o the published papers are available through the Directory of Open Access Journals, Intitute etc.

Together with the already existing abstracting in the Chemical Abstracts, the Macedonian Journal
of Chemistry and Chemical Engineering became available to the broader scientific and academic research
community.

During the last four years, 8 issues of the journal were published with a total of 74 papers and a
number of various contributions. Of the published papers, 3 were reviews, 49 original scientific papers, 10
short communications, 8 professional and 4 educational papers. The authors of 32 papers were from the
Republic of Macedonia, 36 papers were from authors from abroad, and 6 papers were jointly prepared. The
number of authors from other countries significantly increased. The majority come from Europe but there were
also authors from Africa, Asia and the USA, which undeniably indicates the internationalization of the journal.

At the end, on behalf of the Editorial Board, I would like to express our gratitude to the authors who
published in the Bulletin of the Chemists and Technologists of Macedonia and in the Macedonian Journal of
Chemistry and Chemical Engineering, to the reviewers, whose work, as well as the work of the members of
the Editorial Board and the Advisory Board is voluntary, to the individuals responsible for the technical
editing, language advisors and proof-readers, and to the sponsors who financially supported the publication
of the journal. To the new Editorial Board, we wish a lot of success, better working environment, continued
publication of the journal.
